 
Whole Numbers –
What is it?
Whole numbers are just numbers that are not decimals, fractions, and negatives. In other words, a whole numbers is only the number itself.

Sometimes, we might have to round up decimals or fractions to the nearest whole number. 

Whole numbers are just the basic of all the numbers; it is the simplest to learn. 
Ex:
Whole numbers start from 0, and then continues to 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and so on.
Ratio –
What is it?
Ratio is the comparison of numbers. It could be only two numbers, but sometimes we can add more numbers into it. We separate the comparison by using a colon (:). 

The comparison can sometimes be equal even though the numbers are not the same. The main thing is that the ratios’ simplest form has to have numbers that are factors to their respective sides of the other ratios.

Ex:
1:2 = 3:6, 3:4 = 12:16, 24:40 = 6:8
Fractions –
What is it?
Fractions are parts of whole numbers. There are five kinds of fractions; proper fraction, improper fraction, mixed number, unit fraction, and equivalent fraction. The value of the fraction can be less or more than one. Fractions and decimals are nearly the same functions, but they are written differently. 

Proper fractions are fractions with a numerator (upper part) smaller than the denominator (lower part). An improper fraction is when the numerator is bigger than the denominator. A mixed number is when a whole number is put with a proper fraction, side by side. Unit fractions are fractions with 1 as the numerator, and the denominator can be any number. Equivalent fractions mean 2 or more fractions that have the same value, even though they have different numerators and denominators; it is just like how ratios are. 
Ex:
Proper fractions      : 

Improper fractions :

Decimals – 
What is it?
Like fractions, decimals are also a part of whole numbers. Decimals have dots (.), and any numbers (including zeros) after the dot are important.
Ex:	
1.45, 9.005, 7.34, 89.233
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Negative and positive numbers – 
What is it?
Positive numbers are just numbers like above (not including ratio because it is about comparing), but negative numbers are different. It is the opposite of positive numbers, and is lower than zero. They have negative signs (-) before the digit(s). The larger the number after the negative sign is, the lower value it has.
Ex:	
-12, -67, +50(50)
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
